British Regional Group
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Since the last report, the BRG have held four regional shows: Scottish Progressive in
April, West Yorkshire in May and North West and the National Long Coat shows in
July. All of the shows were enjoyable events with many friends gathering to watch
the judging and see all the excellent dogs that were presented. Entry levels contin- : s
ue to be lower than pre  -Covid times with the cost of living crisis clearly impacting Wi
peopleds ability to travel l ong di stances despite our
hough numbers of entries were lower than we would like, the quality of the dogs presented is high and the judges
were complimentary of the general standard of breeding in the UK.

The BRG was also actively involved with the running of the 2023 British Sieger show which returned to its former ven-
ue in Leicestershire and enjoyed an increased entry compared to 2022. Again, the quality of entry was high. Work-
ing class entries were lower than in some previous years which resulted in only one VA bitch award, but well de-
served, to Fee von Bad -Boll. It is my belief that we are seeing a break in dogs coming into this class due to Covid
travel restrictions having affected the training of a generation of pups, many of whom would normally have been
trained in Germany or other countries. If | am right, then we should see the numbers begin to rise again in the

coming years.

The British Regional Groups have also organised three character assessments and two koerungs. The Koerungs
were held by West Yorkshire GSD Club and NW GSD Group. Character Assessments were held by Midland Region
GSD Group, Scottish Progressive GSD Group and NW GSD Group. So far 51 dogs have taken part in character as-
sessments in 2023 under GSD League SV approved assessors. The character assessment is a really enjoyable event
to take part in with young dogs and can be very informative with regards to the natural characteristics of your

dog to help understand appropriate training methods or things to pay attention to if breeding from your dog.

At the 2023 GSD League AGM, it was agreed that the BRG would present a draft constitution to the GSDL Council
for review as the basis for a proposal at the 2024 AGM with the objective of changing the structure of the BRG.
These proposals are being reviewed by Council but in principle are supported by Council subject to some small
tweaks. There will be more information made available to members before the 2024 AGM and if accepted at that
AGM, from 2025 individuals will be able to become a member of the BRG and vote for an Executive Committee.

The BRG faces some big challenges to engage with more people and develop our activities to meet the obliga-

tions to the WUSV as well as the needs of our members, it is believed that the new structure will help make this easi-
er to achieve.

We are currently looking into the possibility of running the Christmas Cracker show in 2023 and putting together the
2024 calendar of events which will be advertised on the GSD League website and our Facebook Page.

I would like to thank all of the committees of the BRG member groups for their ongoing hardwork and all the mem-
bers who support by taking part in our activities.

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Eric Roberts is awarded Lifetime Membership of the Working Dog Group

Eric started competing with German Shepherds as a teenager, first competing in obedience competitions, progressing quickly to
compete in Test C obedience. He then moved into Working Trials and was one of the founding members of the North West Working
Trials Society.

In Working Trials Eric became a top competitor and judge in the PD stake, qualifying his dog Fonz as a Working Trials Champio n and judg-
ing the Kennel Club Championships twice.

During this time Eric started the Callanway Dog Training School which he ran for 40 years, firstly in Macclesfield, Cheshire and thenin
Dumfries and Galloway. - this was one of the first and biggest dog training centres in the UK and took Eric to Zambia and Dubai
providing dogs for their military, as well as working with countless UK police forces supplying trained dogs.

When Schutzhund came to the UK in the early 1990s Eric was a competitor in the first trials and quickly titled his dog Flute to Schutzhund 3,
he went on to win the 1993 National Championships with this dog.

Eric has the record for the most IGP dogs qualified from BH to IGP3, throughout his career he has completed this with 8 dogs.

Eric was in the first group of UK judges to qualify under the SV system. He has been a very active judge throughout his caree r - with a pas-
sion for promoting the sport of IGP to competitors of all levels.

In 2000, with quarantine rules lifted, Great Britain took their first team to the WUSV World Championships in Belguim. Eric w as a member of
this team and became the first Team GB member to qualify at a world championships with his dog Judd.

In 2003 Eric returned to the WUSV World Championships with Judd. In the scorching Italian heat Judd achieved a score of 98 po intsin

tracking. Team GB6s first excellent score at a world championships!

Eric went on to qualify 2 more dogs for World Championship teams.

In 2012, at the age of 72, Eric suffered a major heart attack. After being airlifted by helicopter from his training field an d undergoing
emergency surgery he pulled through and maintained his determination to get back on the competition field.

After his heart attack, Eric qualified 2 more dogs from BH to IGP3, qualifying with both dogs at the National Championships.
His final trial was the 2019 Nationals, at the age of 80.
He has titled 8 dogs from BH to IGP3.
